Montpelier Planning Commission Meeting

August 28, 2017

Call to order by the Chair:  The meeting was called to order by the Vice-Chair, Kim Cheney.

Approval of the agenda:  The review of edits by the Conservation Committee does not need to be done, they read the draft and will suggest any edits next year when the actual plan adoption is going on.  
Comments from the Chair:  There were no comments from the Vice Chair.
General business (comments from the public about something not on the agenda): There were no members of the public in attendance.
	Update on Council zoning process and related matter of the “master plan readoption” versus “new city plan development and adoption”:   It was about the first time since June that the proposed zoning was reviewed since July was spent mostly on the Master Plan.  They won’t be able to vote until the Master Plan is done.  They’re hoping to vote in September, but that may be ambitious.  It’s looking like the council public hearings will happen in December.  They can then warn the Master Plan and the zoning at the same time.


Summarize and approve the results of the working session on August 14, 2017 of the Draft 2017 Master Plan readoption – chapters 1 through 3:  The documents are on the website, but the Master Plan doesn’t contain the maps.  

Tina made a motion to change the wording on page 27 to “Montpelier should increase housing stock commensurate with economic and commercial stature.”  Kirby seconded.  The motion passed on a 5-1 vote, with Kim casting the dissenting vote.
Barb made a motion to strike the word “very”, Kirby seconded.  The motion passed on a 6-0 vote.
Jon made a motion to accept all the changes made at the working session. Kirby seconded.  The motion passed on a 6-0 vote.
Begin review of the Draft Master Plan readoption – chapters 4 and 5:  Jon suggested some edits of typos.
The Commissioners asked Mike to update the data in the housing section with PVR data.

Barbara made a motion to keep the future land use as written, Jon seconded.  The motion passed on a 6-0 vote.
The goals have been written so oddly that they need to be revised in the next version.  Most of them should be aspirations that are ongoing.   
Approve minutes from July 24, 2017:  Jon made a motion to approve the minutes as written, Tina seconded.  The motion passed on a 5-0 vote.  (John Adams needed to leave before this item)
Adjournment:  Jon made a motion to adjourn.
